Keeping Silence for Jalsa

Two effective ways of keeping
silence during proceedings at
Jalsa are:

¢ Out of respect for those
in prayer, if our prayer is
completed we should wait
with those who are praying in
prayerful silence.

¢ Out of respect for those
giving a speech we should
listen quietly and not engage in
our own conversations.

In order to increase in our
capacity for this important
discipline, it will be helpful to
practice keeping silence in
groups. During such time
engage yourself in
remembrance of Allah. A large
group of people keeping
silence  while gathered
together is an extraordinary

experience. Each of us in
that group connects deeply
within ourselves to be in
quiet conversation with
Allah, and it fills each heart
with intense satisfaction.
The silence becomes a
powerful presence that no
one wishes to break. As we
achieve this kind of
contentment within
ourselves we will want to
use it during prayer times
when others are praying or
when there is a need for
silence. We will also

increase our capacity to be

listeners. We will realize
that distractions of any kind
during the proceedings
harm our Jalsa experience,
and in fact may deprive us
